When do I need a building permit? 
Building permits are required for a vast majority of building and renovation projects.  It

(613) 347-1166 x 258 in order to be informed on the correct procedures to follow.

Due dates for the taxes will be the last working day of March and May for the interim 
taxes, and August and October for the final taxes. Water bills are bi-monthly for 
residents on metered municipal water services.

Water and 
sewer expenses are not included in your tax bill - the costs are recovered through user 
fees.
